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Behaviour Management Policy


We aim to provide an environment in which there is acceptable behaviour and where children learn to respect themselves, other people and their environment.

      Our named persons who have responsibility for issues concerning behaviour are Caroline Borrell and Laura Lindop 

      We require the named persons to:

       -           access relevant training opportunities on handling children’s    

                   behaviour;

-           access relevant sources of expertise on handling children’s                               

behaviour (Area senco, IPS).

· Our Pre school is committed to providing equality of opportunity and anti-discriminatory practice for all children and families.
 Adult Role
· We require all staff and volunteers  to provide a positive model of behaviour by treating children, parents and one another with friendliness, care and respect. 
· We familiarise new staff and volunteers with the Pre schools behaviour policy and its rules for behaviour.

· We require all staff and volunteers to use positive strategies for handling any conflict: 

· All Staff are consistent in applying agreed procedures
· Staff avoid discussing children’s behaviour with parents in front of the child

· Staff recognise that children are individuals and are learning to deal with a range of emotions and feelings.
Encouraging positive behaviour

· We praise and encourage desirable behaviour
· We provide resources that promote positive images of appropriate and desirable behaviour

· We communicate with the children about our rules and boundaries

· We help children to challenge bullying, and unacceptable behaviour with appropriate behaviour
· We reassure children that they are always valued as individuals even if their behaviour is unacceptable.

· We avoid creating situations in which children receive adult attention only in return for undesirable behaviour. We praise and reinforce good behaviour.
· When children behave in unacceptable ways, we help them to understand the effect of their behaviour on others
· We never exclude children from the main the room  or use physical punishment.

· We do not shout or raise our voices in a threatening way in response to children's behaviour.

Unacceptable behaviour
We use the following methods to manage children’s behaviour:

· Praise and reward good behaviour

· Distraction techniques to encourage involvement

· Discussion to encourage the child to understand why their behaviour is unacceptable

· We separate the child from the situation to a quiet area if needed
· We help the child understand the effect their behaviour has on others and encourage them to apologise with a gesture or verbally to any other child or adult involved

· Incidents of unacceptable behaviour are recorded in our behaviour incident book and parents are informed and asked to sign an acknowledgement at the end of the session. 
· Parents are regularly informed about their child's behaviour by their key person.  We work with parents to address recurring unacceptable behaviour, using objective observation records and a behaviour chart to help us to understand the trigger, the nature of the incident and any consequences  and to decide jointly how to respond appropriately. We will access outside agencies with Parental consent if needed. (Area Senco, IPS)
Physical Intervention

· We only use physical intervention, such as holding, to prevent physical injury to children or adults or in what would reasonably be regarded as exceptional circumstances ( Preventing an accident or preventing injury or damage). 
· Details of such an event are brought to the attention of our Pre-school leader and are recorded in our behaviour book. The parent is informed on the same day and signs the incident book to indicate that he/she has been informed. 

· We work in partnership with children's parents / carers and will seek help from outside agencies with Parental consent if needed.
· We encourage our staff to access training to support our behaviour management strategies.

Bullying

Bullying involves the persistent physical or verbal abuse of another child or children. We take bullying very seriously.

If a child bullies another child or children:

· We intervene to stop the child harming the other child or children.

· We explain to the child responsible for the bullying why his/her behaviour is inappropriate;

·  We give reassurance to the child or children who have been bullied;

·  We encourage the child who has been responsible for the bullying to say sorry for his/her actions;

·  We make sure that children who bully receive praise when they display acceptable behaviour;

· We do not label children who bully;

·  When children bully, we record the incident in our Behaviour incident record book and we inform  the child’s parents. We work with parents to address recurring unacceptable behaviour and use outside agencies if needed (Area SENCO, IPS)
·  When children have been bullied, we share what has happened with their parents, explaining that the child is responsible for the bullying is being helped to adopt more acceptable ways of behaving this information is recorded in our Incident book.
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
