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Parental Involvement

We operate an open door policy where parents and carers are welcomed into our Pre-school. 

· All parents are given a copy of our policies when their child starts at our Pre-school to take home and read and are then asked to sign an acknowledgement form. There is also a copy of our policies on display at the beginning and end of each session and a copy is available to parents to view in their own time.
· We ask all parents to sign an acknowledgement slip agreeing to adhere to and implement our policies and procedures.

· We display relevant information for parents on our notice boards, monthly newsletter  and website, we ensure all parents can access information providing it in verbal, written and if possible families home language
